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OBJECTIVES
This course entails analyses of problems of political economy, focusing on the relationship between American government and business.  We will look at the history of that relationship, it’s current status, and, consider similar relationships in nations globally. This course will be a challenging one but, hopefully, rewarding. These relationships are certainly of major importance for policy making today.

It is important that the student stay abreast of current events, particularly those involving this subject matter. We will discuss current events each class meeting. My suggestion would be to review introductory texts in both United States Government and International Relations in advance of this seminar. For US government, focus on the Constitution, federalism, branches of government, the policymaking process and policies. For IR, a general acquaintance will be sufficient. We will review all of this material in the first week. 
LEARNING OBJECTIVES

Students will demonstrate a global perspective choosing disciplinary theories, concepts and, frameworks to organize and analyze international and domestic political phenomena.

REQUIRED TEXT

Lehne, Richard, Government and Business (L)

This is the text that will be made available for purchase. There is an older edition that can be purchased considerably cheaper than the newest one that will suffice. The reality is that any text that covers that same material can be used if employed strategically. Most of the course material will be presented in classroom lectures and on power point slides.
